DESCRIPTION: 
West Basin Municipal Water District (West Basin) is a California Special District that provides potable and recycled water to local public and investor-owned utilities in the coastal area of Los Angeles County.  West Basin serves a population of nearly one million residents in 17 cities and unincorporated areas along the coastal corridor from Palos Verdes to Malibu.  West Basin is a national leader in water recycling, conservation, ocean-water desalination exploration, water resource management, and education programs.  West Basin, headquartered in Carson, is governed by an elected five-member Board of Directors and is a member agency of the Metropolitan Water District of Southern California.

West Basin operates a major water recycling facility and three satellite locations, including the Edward C. Little Water Recycling Facility in El Segundo, the largest treatment facility of its type in the world providing nearly 40 million gallons of water each day to over 300 sites through 100 miles of pipelines.  West Basin utilizes various advanced treatment processes to produce five types of high quality "designer" recycled water used for commercial, industrial and irrigation purposes.  West Basin is also researching environmentally responsible ocean-water desalination and currently operates a Water Education Center in Redondo Beach.  

THE POSITION:
West Basin is seeking an experienced Geographic Information System (GIS) Specialist who, under general supervision, will manage, operate, and maintain West Basin’s GIS program, consisting of ESRI database, asset management, and other web-based third-party application software.  In addition, this position will oversee the West Basin’s record drawing management, and will provide support to West Basin staff to develop maps for various reports and presentations.

Key responsibilities:
· Responsible for the maintenance and administration of the West Basin’s GIS database and GIS software.  This includes data design, organization, conversion, metadata preparation, and maintenance activities.
· Programs applications, tools, and user interfaces for the management of geographic information, data analysis, map production, and enhancements to existing applications.
· Gathers, verifies, enters, edits, maintains, and updates collected field and office generated attributes and spatial data; edits and performs quality assurance on data entities and attributes.
· Consults with District departments regarding GIS needs and requirements; including identifying and developing GIS applications for specific departments.
· Creates high quality maps and/or other means of graphical representation of West Basin pipelines or facilities.
· Collect data from distribution system to update GIS database, including the use of Global Positioning System (GPS) equipment.
· Demonstrate knowledge of ESRI based products, GIS/CAD conversion tools and functionalities.
· Ability to read and interpret civil engineering plans and specifications in order to maintain a database according to West Basin’s GIS conversion standards for the collection of recycled water infrastructure.  
· Gather, verify, edit, input, maintain, and update collected field attributes, tabular, and spatial data; maintain integrity of data, and incorporate redline revisions to as-built designs.
· Maintain and update distribution plans. Maintain and update database of geo coded distribution system assets and related information. 
· Manages utility requests of distribution system.
QUALIFICATIONS:
The ideal candidate will have:
· A Bachelor’s degree from an accredited four-year college or university with major coursework in geography, computer science, geographic information systems or a closely related field; AND a minimum of five (5) years professional experience working with ArcGIS.
· Knowledge of civil engineering concepts, methods, and terminology applicable to the display of geospatial relationships of facilities and system data.
· Principles, practices, and techniques of cartography and computer-aided design and drafting.
· Knowledge of AutoCAD systems and applications.
· Ability to collect and analyze technical data with GPS equipment; conduct a variety of technical field inspections; and manage projects as needed.
· Ability to read, interpret, and understand plans, schematics, technical manuals, diagrams, as-built/record drawings; and compile information and data from multiple sources including mobile devices.
· Ability to communicate ideas clearly and concisely both orally and in writing.
· Ability to exercise sound independent judgment within established guidelines.
· Basic understanding of relational database concepts and functionality, Asset Management concepts and/or software, and demonstrated capacity to plan, develop, and evaluate future programs and services using GIS to be utilized by West Basin is highly preferred.
· Possession of a valid Class C California Driver's License, proof of insurance and an acceptable driving record are required at the time of appointment and as a condition of continued employment.  Employee is required to use his or her own vehicle with mileage reimbursed at the standard IRS rate.
